Jenny Beacham started the 

year with her fascinating      

stories of life in Labor politics 

and of Paul Keating, as well as 

her memorable meeting with 

Nelson Mandela. 

Judi Allen delved back into her childhood      

describing her times as a Diplomatôs daughter in 

Baghdad, Athens and Bangkok and the time 

she danced for the Queen of Thailand. 

 

Gudrun Markowsky spoke about her childhood 
and youth, growing up in the ñAmerican Zoneò of  
postwar West Germany as a member of a            
refugee family from East Prussia. She mentioned 
the notion of ñdisplacement" which has                   
accompanied her on her life path through many 
ups and downs. Gudrun told us about her                         
experiences as an actress in a student theatre 
group in Germany, then about how she came to 
be in Australia, and her work as a broadcaster at SBS radio. 
Dance and movement were also an important part of her many 
activities.
